This indenture made the thirtieth day of August in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred & seventeen between Jonathan Buntin & Catherine his wife of Sussex County of the State of Delaware of the one part and Isaiah Long of the same place of the other part Witnesseth that the said Jonathan Buntin and Catherine his wife for and in consideration of the sum of Forty seven dollars & three cents current Lawfull (sic) money of the State aforesaid to them in hand paid before the sealing and delivery of these presents by the aforesaid Isaiah Long, the receipt whereof they the said Jonathan Buntin & Catherine his wife doth hereby acknowledge and from every part & parcel thereof do hereby acquit exonerate & discharge him the said Isaiah Long his heirs and assigns forever Have granted bargained and sold, & by these presents do grant bargain and sell unto the aforesaid Isaiah Long is heirs & assigns forever part of a tract of Land called “Buntin’s Desire” situate in Baltimore hundred bounded as followeth Beginning at a pine Stump standing t the Southeast of Eli Campbells dwelling house thence runing (sic) South forty two & a half degrees east eight nine poles to a gully thence with said Gulley South Sixty five poles thence North forty two & a half degrees West one hundred and Sixty poles and from thence home to the first place of Beginning containing twenty three acres & one hundred & eighty square poles of Land more or less (with the deduction of seven acres for the mill & nine acres & ninety two square poles for Samuel Truitt) to have and to hold the above mentioned & described granted & bargained premises unto him the said Isaiah Long his heirs & assigns together with all and singular the woods, ways, water courses, priviledges (sic) appurtenances and improvements unto the same belonging or in anywise appertaining to him the said Isaiah Long his heirs and assigns forever, To him this (sic: his) only profit use benefit & behoof forever, And the said Jonathan Buntin & Catherine his wife for themselves their heirs executors and administrators doth hereby covenant grant promise & agree to & with the said Isaiah Long his heirs executors administrators or assigns that they the said Jonathan Buntin & Cath;erine his wife & their heirs, the aforesaid granted & bargained premiss and any part & parcel thereof with the appurtenances thereunto belonging to him the said Isaiah Long his heirs and assigns and against them the said Jonathan & Catherine his wife and  their heirs and against all and every person or persons whatever claiming or claimed any part or parcel thereof, shall & will hereafter warrant and forever defend by these presents.
